On 21/04/21, damage was reported to the children’s playpark in Walden Place, Gifford, enquires ongoing.

There have been reports of small fires and litter left at some rural properties in the area. Persons have been traced and spoken to in relation to this. 
Regular patrols have been carried out by both police and community wardens in the local area.

You told us that people using and dealing drugs in the Haddington area and their subsequent offending concerned you.
